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Abstract

In recent years, in addition to traditional historiography, attention has been drawn to
sociological historiography. Today we believe that history was not monopolized and
fabricated by elites and politicians, but that a large part of all historical events was
carried by ordinary people. But due to various reasons such as illiteracy, poverty,
lack of self-confidence, lack of experience and knowledge in historiography and
lack of sufficient means to record the situation and even gender perspective, etc.,
they did not think of participating in writing history.
